It is in
this context that sociology treats market as a product of social
construction, which involves power and social relations. Thus, each
society has its own institutional arrangements that shape people’s
economic behavior and determine the society’s economic performance.

We are particularly interested in how the idea of democracy has evolved,
what it means and what institutional arrangements it entails in different parts
of the region concerned. We are also interested in how democracy has
interacted with the forces of development, modernization and globalization,
of nationalism and ethnic, religious and other political-cultural traditions.
We shall examine how and why, despite conflicts and uncertainties,
democracy has become increasingly influential in political processes, policy
formulations and ideological commitments. By focusing on the current
political and socio-economic, and in some cases regime, transformations, we
will learn how the concept of democracy is continuously contested in Asia,
ideologically as much as institutionally. At the end of the course, students
are expected to be familiar with contemporary political changes in South and
East Asia, and competent in discussing at least two country cases with
detailed historical and empirical knowledge. Students should also achieve a
sophisticated awareness of the difficulties with theorization at the time when
the idea of democracy has achieved global dominance with ever fewer
competitors for legitimacy and legitimation.

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A2 P & | This course aims to provide students with a fundamental understanding of

China’s economic, social, and political development since 1949. Four main
themes are involved. The first is the introduction. We will introduce this
course with an overview of China under the Rule of Mao Zedong as well as a
discussion on the universality and particularity of the “China Model” from a
comparative perspective. The second theme is the economic transformation.
We will explore China’s industrialization and engagement with the world
economy after the 1978 reform and opening up by examining the roles of the
central government, local governments, the financial system, the fiscal
system, state-owned enterprises, private enterprises, and foreign enterprises.
The third theme is social changes. We will investigate the impacts that
economic transformation brought to society in many aspects, including the
urban-rural divide, social stratification, gender inequality, as well as the one-
child policy and its impact on demographics. The fourth theme is political
development. We will explore the development and decay of the civil society
and the public sphere, the resilience

and fragility of the party-state regime and authoritarian rule, as well as the
impact that the China factor brought to cross-strait relations and societies.
Moreover, we will show to and discuss with students four selected movies
related to the topics in the course, with an aim to improve students’
understanding of some critical scenarios in the processes of China’s political
and economic development.
